Sept-lles, (French for “Seven Islands”) is a city in the Céte-Nord region of eastern Quebec,
Canada. It is among the northernmost locales with a paved connection to the rest of
Quebec’s road network. The town is called Uashau, meaning “bay,” in the Innu language.
The city is well known for having major iron companies. The city relies heavily on the iron
industry. Sept-iles is one of the large cities by area in the province of Québec, even more
expansive than Montreal. Sept-iles has among the highest average wages and the highest
average wage increases. The city is also home to the most highly attended recreational
sport events in the province: the Tournoi Orange. Volleyball tournament, which consists of
405 teams and close to 800 volleyball games. The city of Sept-iles has sought to become
the forefront of the Quebec tourist industry. In 2010, the city witnessed its second
consecutive year of major cruise ships stopping over.
